There are many memorable holes 
and the layout promises a fair and invigorating 
challenge for players of all abilities.

The club can 
boast 30 golf carts which have been found to 
be very useful for corporate days.

The Course
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A round of golf at Northbridge is never a good walk 
spoiled. Quite the opposite in fact. On the shores 
of Sydney’s famous harbour, the heritage-listed 
Northbridge Park in which the club is situated is an 
important nature preserve offering wonderful views 
out over Middle Harbour.

Magnificent walls, built with stone quarried on site, feature 
throughout the course. The course may be shorter than most 
18-hole layouts, but is none the poorer because of it, trading 
distance for tight driving lines and small greens. A collection of 
excellent par-3s demand accuracy, careful club selection and 
distance control.

The layout measures 4,223 metres from men’s tees, playing 
to a par of 64. With no fewer than nine par-3s, there is no 
shortage of choice for nearest the pin competitions. There are 
other benefits, too: your round should take less time, freeing 
up more time to spend in the clubhouse with your friends or 
doing other things.

Note too, that Northbridge is no pushover, with both the men’s 
(65) and women’s (67) ACR being higher than the par of 64.

The course utilises its natural foreshore terrain to the full. It is 
easy to be distracted by the picturesque surroundings, but 
keep your focus if you don’t want your scorecard to suffer.

Steep runoffs and heavily wooded areas around the greens 
will penalise the errant approach, so accuracy with your short 
irons is a must.
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Those who can hit straight are rewarded, as are those 
who can strategically plot their way round a golf course 
choosing the right club for each occasion rather than those 
who stand on the tee and automatically reach for their 
driver on anything other than a par 3. In short: brain wins 
over brawn at Northbridge.

At one time the course had a somewhat unfair reputation 
among Sydney’s golfing fraternity and, certainly today, that 
could not be further from the truth. A considerable amount 
of time and money have been invested in improving the 
golfing experience at Northbridge in recent years, such as 
the new 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th holes and the construction of 
new dams to supply water for the course.

New concrete and granite pathways and accompanying 
turfing to blend them into the surroundings have also made 
a huge difference. Not only do they improve the aesthetics, 
creating a better looking and smoother journey around the 
course, it also greatly aids in the reduction of wear on the 
turf and the golf carts.

The club’s hard-working ground staff are also committed 
to the removal of nutgrass, kikuyu and blue couch from the 
greens, providing a smoother, even higher quality putting 
surface.

It is their aim – as it is everyone at the club – to provide 
members and visitors with the best possible playing surface 
and a memorable day of golfing.

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If you like competitive golf, Northbridge is a great 
choice of club. The club can offer pennant play 
for men, women, seniors and juniors, together with 
a host of honour board competitions and more 
relaxed social golfing events.

The men field a seven-man team in the Metropolitan Major 
Pennants, which runs annually from February to April featuring 
home and away singles matchplay competition against other 
Sydney Metropolitan golf clubs who are members of Golf NSW. 
Clubs are split into divisions, with promotion and relegation at the 
end of the season. The top clubs advance to the knockout rounds, 
with semi-finals and a final, the winner of which proudly gets to 
take the pennant back to their home club.

You don’t have to be a scratch golfer to enjoy interclub 
competition, however. Northbridge also has men’s teams in both 
the Warren and Gibson Trophy competitions, for golfers with 
handicaps no lower than 13 and 20 respectively.

And don’t think age is a barrier to enjoying good golf. For men 
aged 50 and over there is the Masters Pennant, which follows the 
traditional pennants format outlined above, though with eight 
players comprising a team.

Mixed golf is generally a fun social event, but this has its serious 
side too, with a team entered in the Mixed Pennant.

The Ladies also enjoy pennant competition, again giving the 
opportunity for members to experience the thrill of representing 
Northbridge in the heat of interclub competition but in a team 
environment.

Our weekend ladies enjoy a number of interclub matches 
throughout the season.
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Golf is available every day for those who are keen for 
a hit.

Whether your favourite format is singles or pairs, 
strokeplay or matchplay, a one-day event to find the 
winner or a knockout competition running throughout the 
season you will find something to appeal at Northbridge. 
You do not need necessarily to be a scratch golfer, with 
a good selection of competitions run against handicap, 
meaning that everyone has a chance to get their hands 
on some silverware.
